Storage Devices and Storage Media

Storage devices and storage media make it possible for you to save data so that you can use it again later. 

Hard disks, floppy disks, CD ROMs, DVD’s, and other physical components or materials that store software and data are collectively referred to as storage media. 

Floppy Disk drives, DVD drives and CD writers are hardware components that can read or write data to and from storage media. These are called storage devices. 

Thus, a CD drive is a storage device while the compact disk is the storage media. 

There are several ways to classify storage media. It can be categorized according to the type of operation they can perform (read-write media vs. read-only media), by the way information is accessed (sequential vs. random access storage) or by the technology that is used to store and access data (optical vs. magnetic).
