The Motherboard

The Motherboard is a board made of plastic or fiberglass. It contains a set of integrated circuits. This is where electric current flows through. The electric current that passes through the motherboard represents data. Data is transmitted within the computer system. The motherboard provides a link from the CPU to the input and output devices attached to the computer. 

The motherboard contains memory slots, where RAM are installed. It also contains expansion slots. Expansion cards are placed inside these slots to add more capabilities to the computer. For example, you can insert a video card, or a network card into these slots.
