Data Transmission

The computer has so many different components. It has input and output devices, the processor, storage devices and many other peripheral devices. All these need data in order to work. Data travels through the control unit, the arithmetic and logic unit, the RAM and other types of internal memory. It also travels through the device controllers that control the operation of the peripheral devices. How is data transmitted among these different devices? 

Devices are attached to the computer using the connectors you would find at the back or at the front of the system unit. These are called ports. Data is transferred into the computer through these ports. Data is transmitted among different system components through the set of wires and other interconnection called the bus.
